
15% of the class achieved an ATAR score over 90 placing them 
in the top 10% of Victoria and 39% achieved a score over 80, 
placing them in the top 20% of the state.
14 students also received the VCE Baccalaureate, an additional form of recognition for 
students who successfully meet the demands of studying a higher-level mathematics 
subject and a language in their VCE program.
